Nathan Detroit, engaged to Miss Adelaide for fourteen years and his permanent
floating crap game, Miss Adelaide the night club chantoosie and Oh! So! patient
fiancee; Sky Masterson, the high roller, duped into a sucker bet by Nathan that
changes his life forever; and Sister Sarah Brown, the mission doll, who ultimately
wins the heart of a Gambler.
